Competition and many 
more state and local com-
petitions.

The Jones Family have 
long been established as 
one of the premier farm-
ing families of the Quincy 
Valley having farmed here 
since the early 1950õs.  For 
most of those years, the 
focus was on grains and 
potatoes but Jack Jones 
wanted to expand to fruit 
production and he did just 
that in the early 1980õs.  
After putting in hundredõs 
of acres of successful fruit 
trees, he then went on to 
study the art of growing 
wine grapes.  With his 
usual passion to try some-
thing new, Jack  attacked 
the vineyard industry in 
the early 1990õs.  He be-

gan planting grapes on the 
Wahluke Slope in 1997.  
Today, the Jones vineyards 
total over 800 acres and 
encompass ground on the 
Wahluke slope, the Rich-
land/Benton City area and 
northeast of Quincy in the 
Beasley Hills area. Ini-
tially, the grapes were 
contracted and sold to 
other wineries for produc-
tion.  In 2001, however, 
Jack had some uncon-
tracted grapes and de-
cided this would be a good 
time to get a winery li-
cense and begin produc-
tion himself.  

The Jones farming opera-
tions have always been 
family oriented and the 
vineyards were no differ-
ent.  Greg Jones began 
working in the vineyards 
while still attending high 
school.  College year sum-
mers were spent working
